Dear Friends of Cleveland Hillel Foundation:

In this, my last annual report, I want to thank you all from the depths of my soul for all you have done and
are doing to ensure our Jewish future. I have been privileged to work with the most dedicated staff and the
most committed lay leaders who have allowed Cleveland Hillel to flourish and grow.

Here at Cleveland Hillel, we have been able to:

provide experiences that engage students as individuals;

in small groups;

within students’ areas of interest;

in community service;

in campus-wide programs that appeal to both Jewish and non-Jewish students;
that capture them through use of state-of-the-art marketing

(via websites, email, instant messaging, cell phones);

e that allow them to explore their Jewishness on their own time, in their own space.

Thanks to the untiring efforts of our own Rabbi Shimon Brand, Oberlin College saw the recent opening of
the Oberlin Hillel Muslim-Jewish Center for Coexistence. Muslim-Jewish programming sponsored by Hillel
at Oberlin this year included a performance by an oud player, and presentations by individuals committed to
peace for all peoples in the Middle East.

For the first time in many years, Case Western Reserve has started to see some open displays of anti-Zionist
feeling, in both academic and non-academic environments. The Cleveland Metro Hillel program, overseen
by Director Jill Ross, continues to provide a variety of approaches to pro-Israel understanding and dialogue
including training for students by Israel advocates Mitchell Bard and Neil Lazarus. This year for the first time,
Cleveland Metro Hillel had a full-time Israel Fellow provided by Hillel International and the Jewish Agency
for Israel and supported by a grant from the Federation’s Endowment Fund Committee.

The importance of Tzedek/Social Action programs can not be overstated for our students. Both Oberlin and
Cleveland Metro Hillels provide opportunities for students to engage in community service and social action
with a Jewish flavor. Oberlin Hillel organized a trip to New Orleans for 15 students during winter term to
assist with post-Katrina relief. Oberlin Tzedek has hosted two campus-wide dance marathons this year that
raise funds for a variety of causes. Cleveland Metro Hillel students sponsored a Gift of Life Bone Marrow Drive
and signed up 80 new potential donors and the Jewish Law Student Association at CWRU hosted their annual
“Sing for the Cure” fundraiser for Cystic Fibrosis this spring.

My own journey at Hillel has included too many highlights to name, but I want to share a few:

e Preparing two Hillel Centennial Initiative proposals in their many forms and working with Hillel at Kent
State on their proposal for a new facility

e Four years of Israel Education and Advocacy grants from the Federation’s Endowment Fund Committee
to support extensive Israel programming

e Identifying enthusiastic, supportive new trustees for our board

Working with Advisory Board to create the Renaissance Society (thank you to Alan, Brent, Bruce and

Scott for your leadership on this)

Creating a new Strategic Plan adopted by the board two years ago

Overseeing two accreditations by SIC, one in 2001 and another in 2006

Working on our facility feasibility study

Seeing the success of Taglit-birthright Israel which has allowed us to send hundreds of students on their

first Israel experience

e Increasing our work with graduate students and beginning of a relationship with Strengthening and Growing
Jewish Cleveland

Center for Coexistence Opens

What do an “oud” player, a presentation by a young Muslim involved
in community service and a Kosher-Halal Co-op dinner marking the end
of Ramadan add up to? The new Oberlin Hillel Muslim-Jewish Center

for Coexistence.

This generation of American Jewish college students was born in the
1980%s. These young Jewish adults do not have a visceral connection

to Israel as their parents and grandparents had. Their earlier education
did not prepare them to counter the arguments of their non-Jewish peers
about the Israel-Palestinian conflict. Many Muslim students have never
encountered Jews or Israelis and don’t have a sense of who they are or
what they believe.

Oberlin Hillel has been involved in an on-going attempt to transform
controversy into mutual understanding and build relationships with
Oberlin’s Muslim students. In March 2007 Oberlin Hillel established a
Muslim-Jewish Center for Coexistence. The college has provided space
in Talcott Hall where the Kosher-Halal Co-op is located for the Center.
Oberlin Hillel has already hosted a series of Jewish and Muslim speakers
who support a Middle East safe for Muslims and Jews and has established
a library related to Muslim-Jewish history and religion. Because of Oberlin’s
left-wing persona and the history of anti-Israel invective on the campus
as well as a history of misunderstanding Islam, providing a shared Muslim-
Jewish perspective on peace is the best way to ensure that both a pro-
Israel and pro-Palestine perspective is heard.

There are approximately 800 Jewish students at Oberlin out of the 2,700
student population; there are approximately 50 Muslim students on
campus. The space is dedicated to an understanding of Islam and Judaism
that takes understanding beyond the Mid-East conflict.

The outcomes of the Oberlin Hillel Muslim-Jewish Center for Coexistence
include the following:

e Students will learn about and show respect for the cultures and religions
of Muslims and Jews, including the history of both peoples, their
religious holidays, traditions and practices

e Students will discuss and develop thoughtful, respectful perspectives
on current issues related to the on-going existence and/or establishment
of homelands for both people (Israel-Palestine)

e Students will be exposed to national figures, knowledgeable professors,
political advisors and others with a point of view that allows for both
Israeli and Palestinian self-determination

e Students will learn to negotiate issues that arise related to Muslim-
Jewish coexistence on campus

e Students will work together to educate the larger campus community
about coexistence and respect for diversity
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From Students to Alumni:
Connecting to Ensure the
Jewish Future

One given about college life is that it doesn’t last forever. As much as students
may love their campus experience, after four (or five or six) years, it comes
to an end and they must move out into the world. As of their day of
graduation, they enter a new category, that of alumni.

Although Hillel’s programming bread and butter (post-Passover) is providing
a Jewish perspective to campus life, it’s actual funding bread and butter can
come from those alumni who look back upon their college years with
appreciation, and new wisdom from adulthood.

According to Cleveland Hillel board president Scott Siegel, “In order for
our Hillel to grow, it is essential that we identify and engage Jewish alumni
of the campuses we serve to become part of the renaissance of Jewish life
that is happening at our campuses, particularly at CWRU and Oberlin and
CSU. We need to build an on-going, self-sustaining alumni campaign to be
the backbone of our annual fundraising efforts, eventually moving toward
alumni endowments and bequests to support Jewish life on campus well into
the future.”

To that end, Cleveland Hillel created a comprehensive and strategic alumni
program, inaugurated in November 2005, to double the amount of
philanthropic income that Hillel now raises, in order to support innovative,
creative and substantive programming for students on these campuses.

Harriet Rosenberg Mann, Alumni Relations Director for the Cleveland Hillel
Foundation explains that the goals of the campaign are to:

e Identify Jewish alumni of Case Western Reserve University
and Oberlin College

e Engage key alumni with a connection to Jewish life

e Connect alumni to current students and contemporary
Jewish life on campus

e Increase alumni giving to support innovate programming

Mann indicates “Ultimately the beneficiaries of the dramatic increase in
philanthropic giving are students currently on campus because Hillel will
have the resources to engage, educate and empower them as the hope of the
Jewish future. However, alumni will also benefit from their connection with
Jewish life on each campus, offering them opportunities to become part of
and support a thriving community of intelligent, creative and passionate

Hillel inspires students spiritually and culturally

Life can be extremely busy for a law student, says Brian A. Kazmin, a graduate student
in his third year at Case Western Reserve University School of Law. He credits the
tireless efforts of Allison Peterson, director of graduate students and special events
at the Cleveland Hillel Foundation, for helping him develop a cultural appreciation
of Judaism.

Kazmin grew up in Los Angeles, moving to Ohio during his sophomore year of high
school. He was the only Jew at Willard High School but, Kazmin shrugs, that didn’t
really bother him at all.

“I went to Ohio State, where there was a very big Hillel on campus, but [ never was
very active in it. It was only after I came to law school and some friends from the
Jewish Law Students Association encouraged me that I really became involved with

Hillel.”

The students come up with ideas for programs, notes Kazmin, but Peterson is the
powerhouse who brings everything to fruition. “She helps us plan the events, takes
care of the resources, does all the advertising. She makes it all possible,” he says.

Hillel’s events on campus and the numerous speakers the organization has brought
in have helped Kazmin develop a “culturally Jewish identity.”

The organization has also helped others on campus understand Judaism, Kazmin
notes. “We brought hamantaschen at Purim and falafel in the fall. It was for everyone
at the law school. That way, the non-Jews were also able to participate in, and
thereby learn about, Jewish culture as well.”

In addition, speakers Hillel brought in on topics such as Israel and the situation in
the Middle East were extremely helpful in addressing those issues from an academic
standpoint, says Kazmin. The law student credits Hillel with helping him grow over
the past three years “from a nominally committed Jew to the president of the Jewish
Law Students Association.”

As a freshman at Oberlin College, Anna Schuettge “started going to Hillel simply as
a way to meet people and make friends on campus.” Now a senior about to graduate,
Schuettge says she is amazed by how involved she became with the organization.

“My freshman year, I helped out organizing the Chanukah party; my sophomore
year, | was the treasurer. | have now worked my way up to senior co-chair” of the
organization, she says.

In addition to making “tons of friends” through Hillel, the organization also became
very important to her Jewish identity, adds Schuettge.

“I went to Hebrew School and Sunday school, and attended shul through most of
my childhood, but my family was less traditional than the average Conservative
family. I didn’t really identify with any particular Jewish identity, but the very first
time I attended a Hillel function — the Orientation Shabbat — something just clicked
for me.”

For the first time in her life, Schuettge says she felt great potential to be part of a
strong Jewish community.

“We were Jews, a single community in the broadest sense of the word. There was
one service and denominations didn’t even exist. For me, the absence of
denominational barriers was a perfect fit. Because of Hillel, I will take a strong Jewish
identity with me after graduation.
